    Whenever you take a quote, picture, or sound from the Internet, a   

     book, TV, or video, you must tell where you got it.  
     You may use Citation Machine to help you  create a Works Cited Page (bibliography) for your paper or    

        presentation (http://www.citationmachine.net).  Another option is to use NoodleTools:

2.  What Copyright law allows you to use – 
As much of a web page’s text as you like, but not 100% (remember to cite your source)
10% of a song or 30 seconds, whichever is shorter (remember to cite your source)

10% of a video or 3 minutes, whichever is shorter (remember to cite your source)
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
