Mouse Hints

· Computer users have trouble with the mouse most often because they start with the mouse in the wrong position on the mouse pad.  To get started correctly, move the mouse cursor to the center of the screen; then, lift the mouse and place it in the center of the mouse pad.  You will find that you can quickly reach all portions of the screen without having to “skate” the mouse.
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· Students sometimes have trouble coordinating mouse movements with the position of the cursor on the screen.  Show them that the mouse pad and the monitor screen are the same proportion.  Have students imagine/visualize the mouse pad as the screen.  Moving to the top of the pad moves you to the top of the screen.
· What do all those buttons do?
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The left button is used to Select

(single click) and Start/Execute

(double click)
The right button brings up options for an item (single click only – there is no double right click)











The scroll wheel moves a page up or down as you rotate it.
